But if through Default or Neglect of the Deputy-Postmaster, the Person riding Post shall fail of being
furnished with sufficient Horses, after Demand as aforesaid, then the Deputy-Postmaster so offending shall
in every such Case forfeit five Pounds, one Moiety to the King, and the other to the Person who shall sue for
the same.

That for the Encouragement of Masters of Ships, and other Persons on board Ships, on their Arrival at any
Port, to deliver to the Deputy-Postmaster at such Port-Town all such Letters and Pacquets as they have on
Board, The Deputy-Postmaster shall pay to such Masters or other Persons, One Penny per Letter for every
Letter delivered by them; They signing a Certificate of the Number of Letters, by what Ship brought, and of
the Time when delivered, and giving a Receipt for the Number of Pence they receive of such Deputy: Which
Certificate and Receipt, together with the Letters so delivered, shall by the next Post be return'd to the
Postmaster-General, and the Deputy shall have Credit for the Money paid by him on that Account.

Pence, Double Eight Pence, Treble One Shilling, the Ounce One Shilling and Four Pence.

That Letters, by Land, to or from any Chief Post-Office in America, from or to any other Part thereof not
exceeding Sixty Miles from such Chief Post-Office, or from the Office where such Letters, not passing
through a Chief Office, may be put in, shall pay Single Four Pence, Double Eight Pence, Treble One Shilling,
the Ounce One Shilling and Four Pence. And being upwards of Sixty, and not exceeding One Hundred Miles
within the said Dominions, shall pay Single Six Pence, Double One Shilling, Treble One Shilling and Six
Pence, the Ounce Two Shillings. And being upwards of One Hundred, and not exceeding Two Hundred
Miles within the said Dominions, shall pay Single Eight Pence, Double One Shilling and Four Pence, Treble
Two Shillings, the Ounce Two Shillings and Eight Pence. And for every Distance not exceeding One
Hundred Miles above such Two Hundred, and for every such further Distance within the said Dominions,
shall pay Single Two Pence, Double Four Pence, Treble Six Pence, the Ounce Eight Pence.

That any Person robbing a Mail, in any Place or in any Manner whatsoever, although it may not appear that
any one was put in Fear by such Robbery, shall, on Conviction, suffer Death as a Felon.

That any Officer of the Post Office, entrusted to take in Letters, and receive the Postage thereof, embezzling
the Money received, or destroying the Letters; or any Officer advancing the Rates on Letters, and not
accounting for the advanced Postage, shall, on Conviction, be deemed guilty of Felony.

That any Post-Boy having a Mail or Bag of Letters under his Care, deserting the same before his Arrival at
the next Stage; or suffering any other Person to ride on the Horse or Carriage along therewith; or loitering on
the Road; or not, in all possible Cases, conveying the Mail after the Rate of Six measured Miles an Hour,
shall, on Conviction, before one Justice of the Peace, be sent to the House of Correction for any Time not
exceeding One Month, nor less than Fourteen Days.

That any Post-Boy, singly, or in Combination with others, unlawfully collecting, or conveying Letters, or
causing the same to be unlawfully conveyed, shall, on Conviction, before one Justice of the Peace, forfeit
Ten Shillings, to be paid to the Informer, for every Letter so unlawfully collected, conveyed, or delivered. And
if the Forfeiture is not immediately paid, shall be sent to the House of Correction, for any Time not exceeding
Two Months, nor less than One Month.

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Part of England; also to Edinburgh and Dublin, and visae versa, and to and from all Places within England; |
beg Leave to acquaint you, as well for your own Information, as for the Information of those Persons who
may chose to avail themselves of this Mode of Conveyance, instead of transmitting Money in Letters by Post,
that it is proposed for the Clerks of the respective Roads to receive any Sum of Money, not exceeding Five
Guineas, and to give an Order on the Deputy Postmaster of the Town, to which the Money is intended to be
remitted, for the Amount, which the Deputy Postmaster will immediately pay.

Where any Sum of Money is desired to be remitted to London, the Deputy Postmaster of the Town is to
receive the same, and give an Order at Sight on the Clerk of the Road. - And

Where any Sum of Money is intended to be remitted from one Part of the Kingdom to another, the Deputy
Postmaster is to receive the same, and give an Order, payable at Sight, on the Deputy of that Town, where
the same is to be paid.

We send herewith a printed Form of the Order and Letter of Advice, which will only require to be filled up,
with the Name of the Person who pays the Money, the Name of the Person for whose Use it is intended, the
Sum and Date, and to be signed by yourself. The Order must be wrote on such a Stamp as is by Law
required on Bills of Exchange, and Notes of the same Amount, for which the Party must pay you.

When you give an Order on any Deputy, you will not only advise him of the same, but likewise the Clerk of
your Road, with whom you are always to account, and not with each other.

| am also to acquaint you, that a Balance of the Money Letter Account, between yourself and the Clerk of
your Road, is to be struck quarterly, or oftener, if necessary; if it is in your Favor, it will be remitted you by the
Clerk of the Road, or paid you as you may direct; if it is against you, you will of Course remit the same.

This being a private Account between you and the Clerk of your Road, it must not be incorporated with any
other.

By an Act passed in the present Session of Parliament, intituled, "An Act for further regulating the sending
and receiving Letters, free from the Duty of Postage, for allowing Non-commissioned Officers, Seamen, and
Private Men, in the Navy and Army, whilst on Service, to send and receive Letters, at a low Rate of Postage,
and for permitting pattern and Samples of Goods, to be transmitted by the Post, at an easier Rate than is
now allowed by Law."

No Letter or Packet whatsoever, sent by the Post within Great Britain, directed by or to any Member of either
House of Parliament of Great Britain, shall from and after the 5th Instant, be exempted from the Duty of
Postage, if such Letter or Packet shall exceed one ounce in weight.

No Letter or Packet directed by any such Member, shall be exempted from Postage, unless the Member
whose name shall be indorsed thereon, shall actually be in the Post-Town, into the Post Office of which
every such Letter or Packet shall be put, or within the limits of the delivery of Letters for such Post Town, or
within 20 miles of such Post Town, on the day, or on the day before the day on which such Letter or Packet
shall be put into the Post-Office.

No such Member shall be entitled or allowed to send by the Post, free from Postage, superscribed or
directed by him, more than 10 Letters in any one day, nor shall be entitled or allowed to receive by the Post,
free from Postage, more than 15 Letters directed to him in any one day.

Provided that whenever the number of Letters or Packets, not weighing more than one ounce each, sent or
received by any such Member in any one day, shall exceed the number exempted by the said Act from
Postage, and the rate of Postage upon any of them shall differ, then such of the said Letters or Packets as
would be chargeable with a higher rate of Postage than the remainder, shall be included in the number so
exempted, in preference to any which would be chargeable with a lower rate of Postage, and the remainder
shall be chargeable with the several rates of Postage respectively to which such Letters would now by law be
chargeable, if sent or received by any persons not entitled to send or receive Letters or Packets free from
Postage.

The several persons who by law are authorised, in right of their Offices and Employments to send and
receive Letters free from Postage, and their successors in such Offices and Employments, may during their
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continuance in such Offices and Employments, send and receive Letters and Packets, free from Postage, as
they now send and receive the same.

No printed Votes or Proceedings in Parliament, or printed Newspapers sent without covers, or in covers open
at the sides, which shall be signed on the ouside thereof by the hand of any Member of Parliament as
heretofore practised, or which shall be directed to any such Member at any place whereof he shall have
given notice in writing to the Postmaster General, or his Deputy, shall be charged with Postage.

No single Letter sent by the Post from any Non-commissioned Officer, Seaman, or Private employed in His
Majesty's Navy, Army, Militia, Fencible Regiments, Artillery or Marines, shall, whilst such Non-commissioned
Officer, Seaman or Private shall be employed on his Majesty's service, and not otherwise, be charged with
an higher rate of Postage than the sum of one Penny for the conveyance of each such Letter, such Postage
to be paid at the time of putting the same into the Post-Office of the town or place from whence such Letter is
intended to be sent by the Post.

Provided, That no such Letter shall be exempted from Postage, unless there shall be written thereon, in the
handwriting of and signed by the Commanding Officer for the time being of the ship or vessel, or of the corps,
regiment, or detachment, to which such non-commissioned Officer, Seaman, or Private shall belong, the
name of such Commanding Officer, and of the ship, vessel, corps, regiment, or detachment commanded by
him.

No single Letter, directed to any such non-commissioned Officer, Seaman, or Private, upon his own private
concerns, only whilst such non-commissioned Officer, Seaman, or Private shall be employed on his
Majesty's service, and not otherwise, shall be charged with an higher rate of Postage than one penny for
each such Letter, which penny shall be paid at the time of the delivery thereof.

Provided, that no such Letter shall be exempted from the Rates of Postage chargeable upon Letters, unless
any such Letter shall be directed to such Non-commissioned Officer, Seaman, or Private, specifying the
Ship, Vessel, Regiment, Troop, Corps, Company, or Detachment to which he may belong: And provided also
that it shall not be lawful for the Deputy-Postmaster of the town or place to which such Letter shall be sent to
be delivered, to deliver such Letter to any person, except to the Non-commissioned Officer, Seaman, or
Private to whom such Letter shall be directed, or to any person appointed to receive the same by the
Commanding Officer of the Ship, &c. to which the Non-commissioned Officer, Seaman, or Private to whom
such Letter shall be directed shall belong.

Every Packet or Cover containing therein, or having affixed thereto, one or more paper or papers, with
patterns, or one or more pattern or patterns of cloth, Silk, Stuff, or other Goods, or one or more Sample or
Samples of any other sort of thing, not exceeding together one ounce in Weight, shall be charged with no
higher rate of Postage that as a single Letter, so as every such Packet or Cover shall be sent open at the
sides, and without any letter or writing in, upon, or with such Packet or Cover, other than the name or names
of the person or persons sending the same, and the place or places of his or their abode, and the prices of
the Articles contained therein, or affixed thereto, The Act may be seen at every Post Office.

By an Act passed in the present Session of Parliament, entitled, "An Act for altering certain Rates of Postage
for conveyance of Letters in England and Scotland respectively, and of Packets to and from Great Britain,
from and to Portugal, and the British Colonies in America respectively; and for setting apart at the Receipt of
the Exchequer, for a certain Period, out of the Revenues of the Post Office, the annual Sum of £20,000
towards defraying the encreased Charge occasioned by any Loan raised, or Stock created, by any Act or
Acts passed in the 35th Year of the Reign of his present Majesty." (Cap. 18.)

The Rates of Postage upon Letters to and from all places within that part of Great Britain called England, the
Dominion of Wales, and the Town of Berwick upon Tweed, granted by any former Acts, are, from and after
the 5th of January, 1797, to be repealed, and the following Rates are from thenceforth to take place, viz.

POSTAGE OF A SINGLE LETTER IN BRITISH PENCE:

From any Post-office within that part of Great Britain aforesaid, to any place within the same, not 3d.
exceeding 15 miles from such office

Above 15 miles, and not exceeding 30 miles 4d.
Above 30, and not exceeding 60 miles 5d.
Above 60, and not exceeding 100 miles 6d.
Above 100, and not exceeding 150 miles 7d.
And 150 miles and upwards 8d.
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And by the same Act, One Penny for every single Letter, and so in proportion, is after the said 5th of January
to be paid for Letters and Packets sent by the Post within Scotland, in addition to the Rates of Postage now
payable for such Letters.

By the same Act, the present Rates of Postage upon Letters from and to London, to and from Portugal, and
the British Colonies in America, are from and after the said 5th of January, 1797, to be repealed, and the
following Rates are from thenceforth to take place, viz.

POSTAGE OF A SINGLE LETTER IN BRITISH PENCE:
From any part of Great Britain to Portugal, and from thence unto Great Britain, a Packet Postage of 12d.

From any part of Great Britain to any part within the British Dominions in America, and from thence 12d.
unto Great Britain, a Packet Postage of

And over and above these Rates, all Letters to and from Portugal, and the said Dominions in America, from
or to Great Britain, are to pay the full Inland Rate of Postage, according to the distance, such Letters are
conveyed within England, Wales, and Berwick upon Tweed, and with the Rate of Postage now payable,
together with the additional Rate of Postage, according to the distance such Letters are conveyed within
Scotland.

No Letter or Packet, together with the Contents thereof, is to be charged more than as a treble letter, unless
the same weighs an ounce, when it is to be rated as four single letters, and so in proportion for every quarter
of an ounce above that weight, reckoning each quarter as a single letter.

Single Letters sent from, and directed to Non-commissioned Officers, Seamen, and Privates, employed in his
Majesty's Navy, Army, Militia, Fencible Regiments, Artillery, and Marines, upon their own private concerns
only, whilst such persons

are employed in his Majesty's Service, and not otherwise, are to be charged with a rate of postage of one
penny only as heretofore. The Act may be seen at every Post-Office.

N. B. All Letters from any Part of Great Britain or Ireland, for Portugal or America (except his Majesty's West
India Islands) are, besides the Packet Postage, to pay at the Office where they are put in, the full Port to
Falmouth, without which they cannot be forwarded, therefore all Persons, are desired to take particular
Notice thereof, to prevent their letters being opened and returned.

To prevent the Loss of entire Notes or Drafts payable to Bearer, in Letters sent by Post, the Postmaster

You are therefore enjoined to be particularly attentive when any Letter containing, or supposed to contain,
such Articles comes to your hands, to enter the Address at the foot of your Letter Bill, and tie up the Letter
with it, that the same may be observed when the bag is opened; or you will be called upon to make good the
loss, for neglecting this essential part of your duty.

And, as several instances have occurred, where Postmasters enter as Money Letters, Letters containing
valuable Paper only, you are hereby desired not to write on your Bill the direction of any Letter that does not
actually contain Cash, and the articles before-mentioned, unless in the instance of your Remittances to this
Office.

To prevent the entire Loss of Notes or Drafts payable to Bearer, when sent in Letters by Post, the
Postmaster-General repeat their Recommendation to the Public so often inserted in the London Gazette, and
circulated by Hand Bills throughout the Kingdom; namely, to cut such Notes or Drafts in Halves according to
the following Form, to send them at two different times, waiting till the Receipt of one Half is acknowledged
before the other is sent. Where this mode cannot, on immediate and pressing occasions, be followed, it is
recommended, that the Day of the Month, and the Place from whence sent, and the Name and Place of
Abode of the Person to whom sent, shall be written across the face of such whole Notes or drafts, as follows;

Sent by Post from Lincoln, 2d Dec. 1822; to B. King, Esq. 10, Strand, London

Persons who do not approve of the above Mode of remitting Notes or Drafts, payable to Bearer, on Account
of the decreased Postage, are advised to send Bills of Exchange or Bank Post Bills made payable to the
Person to whom they are sent, especially endorsed to such Person or Order.

When Money (in Gold or Silver), or Rings, or Trinkets, &c. are sent by Post from London, particular Care
should be taken to deliver the same to the Clerk at the Window, at the General Post Office; and when any
such Letter is to be sent from the Country it should be delivered into the Hands of the Post-master, stating
that the same contains Cash or Value; but it is to be observed that this Office does not engage to insure the
Party from Loss.

68, passed in the last Session of Parliament, from and after the 10th of October
next, printed Newspapers, and other printed Publications, liable to the Stamp Duties, and printed Votes and
Proceedings in Parliament may be sent to any of His Majesty's Colonies or Possessions beyond Seas, by
the Packet Boats, upon the Payment of One-penny-halfpenny for every such Paper, such Payment to be
made at the time the Paper is put into the Post-Office, provided the same be sent in Covers open at the
sides, and be put into the Post-Office in any Town of Great Britain or Ireland, on the day on which the same
shall be published, such day to be ascertained by the date of the Paper.
